ResCare Workforce Services (RWS)

RWS offers education, vocational training and job placement for Youth between 14-24 years old through
WIA Youth and @LIKE programs. The educational and vocational training services prepare people in
personal, career and life management. RWS is the provider of youth services through the Imperial County
One Stop 1 Business & Employment Services. The Imperial County Youth Program offers youth valuable
opportunities such as work readiness workshops, work experience, leadership training, educational goal-
setting, and counseling. Program coordinators work closely with participants to address their specific needs,
interests and any barriers. Youth are provided with services and support that help them in meeting their
goals.

Dress for Success

Center for Employment Training(CET)

Imperial Valley College DSPS and Workability Il Program

Disabled Student Programs and Services is designed to provide supportive services to students with
physical disabilities, learning disabilities, psychological disabilities, developmental delay, acquired brain
injury, visual impairments, health problems and to students that are deaf and hard of hearing. The program
provides priority registration, counseling, class scheduling, mobility assistance, interpreting, alternate text
production, adaptive physical education, special parking, and health and wellness assessments.

Job Corps

The San Diego Job Corps is a no-cost education and career technical training program administered by the
U.S. Department of Labor that helps young people ages 16 through 24 improve the quality of their lives
through career technical and academic training. At the San Diego Job Corps Center, we support the Job
Corps program's mission of teaching eligible young people the skills they need to become employable and
independent and placing them in meaningful jobs or further education.
